                              �
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 The land now occupied by the Kawartha Golf & Country Club had been held by the 
Crown until 1844 when 20 acres were granted to the Rev. John Gilmour, a pioneer Baptist 
pastor in Peterborough.  He sold the farm to his son in 1848 and it passed through several 
owners and tenants until 1889.  Then, most of the parcel was sold to George Webber, who paid 
$9,500 for the 180 acres north of the gravel road, which is now Clonsilla Avenue. 
 
 During the 1890’s George Webber had a stone fence built along the front of the property 
and the laneway and the farm became known as “Stonehedge”.  These fences were removed 
about 1920 and the rocks were used as the base of the roadbed for Highway 28. 
 Title to the farm passed through various members of the Webber family until June 4, 
1931, when the property was sold to the Canadian General Electric Company for $15,000 and 
by 1932, the Kawartha Golf & Country Club had been established.  For over a half a century 
Canadian General Electric owned this golf club, selling it in 1983 to the Club members for 
$825,000.  Now the Club is semi-private and is owned by 465 debenture owners.  The original 
farmhouse still exists, but has been expanded and forms part of the clubhouse.  The foundation 
of the barn still serves as part of the walls of the proshop. 
 
 Kawartha was a nine-hole layout until 1938 when the second nine was completed.  
Initially the nines were reversed, although golfers played our present #1 before crossing to #11 
to finish that nine, Similarly, the “back nine” commenced on #10 but players proceeded to #2 for 
the rest of that nine.  There were once four tennis courts, which covered the present tenth, tee 
and part of the parking lot, making #10 play straight away rather than as the dogleg it has 
become. 
 
Lex Robson was our golf professional from 1939 until 1965.  Al Hosick exceeded Lex’s tenure, 
serving Kawartha members for 31 years from 1968 through 1998. Mark Ahrens is currently the 
Club’s CPGA Professional. 
  
 In 2007, the Club celebrated its’ 75th Anniversary and hosted the Canadian Men’s Senior 
Championship. The Club was also voted “Top 25 Golf Course to Play” by Ontario Golf Magazine 
in 2007, 2008, 2009 and 2010. 



FEE STRUCTURE�

DEBENTURE PROGRAM  
 

The voting membership of the Club consists of those  who hold three (3) $1,000 debentures.   
 
Adult playing memberships will be sold to debenture holders only. 
Debentures must be purchased at age 30. 
 
Regular playing members may purchase family memberships for as many of the member’s immediate 
family as are required per playing category. 
 
Debentures may only be sold through the Club to new members.  Repayment may not be immediate. 
 
Debentures are transferable to any member of the holder’s immediate family. 
 
Full payment, plus HST will be required upon approval of membership or  a five-year payment plan can 
be arranged with an additional administrative fee of $300.00 + HST. (Corporations may not take 
advantage of the 5 year option). 

�
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A non-refundable Initiation Fee of $2,500.00 + HST is required.  A five-year payment plan can be 
arranged with an additional administrative fee of $ 250.00 + HST. (Corporations may not take 
advantage of the 5 year option). 
 
Playing membership (except Juvenile, Junior, Intermediate and “Under 35” category) requires payment 
of an Initiation Fee. 

Regular “Under 35” Members, Restricted “Under 35” M embers, Intermediate Members or 
Intermediate Members – Restricted who have been acc epted for Membership in the Corporation 
and who have attained the age of  thirty-five (35) as of January 1 st of the membership year and 
who have been Playing Members of the Club in good s tanding for any five (5) years as a Regular 
“Under 35”, Restricted “Under 35”, Intermediate or Restricted Intermediate member of the date of 
the Application, shall not be required to pay an In itiation Fee. 
 
If membership has been maintained for less than five (5) years, the Initiation Fee will be reduced by 20% 
for each previous year of membership.  
 
Initiation Fees are non-refundable and are payable at time of acceptance. 
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Up to four (4) individuals thirty (30) years of age or over as of January 1st of the membership year may 
play under a Corporate Membership.  
 
Playing Members under a Corporate Membership must be an owner, spouse of an owner or full time 
employee of an active business which holds the Corporate Membership and must depend on income 
generated from that business as their main source of income (spouse excepted). No more than four (4) 
adult members may play under the membership.  
 
Transfer of Corporate membership privileges shall be subject to approval by the Board and payment of a 
transfer fee which shall be 10% of the current Initiation Fee. 
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A mandatory annual capital assessment is in effect payable by all adult members.   
 
The amount of the assessment may vary from year to year, but is currently estimated at $375.00 + HST 
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Still undecided if you would like to join Kawartha Golf & Country Club?  Enquire today about our Trial 
Membership  opportunity for the 2011 season. The Trial Membership consists of the Annual Dues, a 
$500 Commitment Fee (applicable towards the Initiation Fee if you join at the end of the season) and the 
Capital Assessment of $375 plus all applicable taxes. Join as a twosome (you and a friend) and each will 
receive an extra $250 off the Initiation Fee if you both join at the end of the season.
